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Located in Kajiya-cho,where many of the famous
historical figures who formed the basis of the Meiji
Restoration and the modern nation were born.It
introduces the unique educational system of Satsuma
and tells the story of the heroes of the restoration using
videos, panel, and diorama.
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Bom as the first of the seven children on Dec 7,1827,
he was recruited by lords of Satsuma-han Shimazu
Nariakira at a young age, and went on to lead Japan
to Meiji Restoration.

Saigo's Cave
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The Senganen was built in 1658 by the 2nd lord of the
Satsuma feudal clan (19th generation of the Shimazu famil).
The garden uses a traditional garden design technique called
“borrowed scenery', incorporating both Sakurajima and Kinko
Bay. The garden is said to have been loved and frequented by
Shimazu Nariakira and Atsuhime. The Sengangen also
includes a vill that was used as a rural refreat for the Shimazu
family, whom to this day, owns the Segangen.
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The Kyu-Shuseikan is an industrial complex builtin 1851 by the
11th lord of the Satsuma feudil clan (28th generation of the
Shimazu famil). The faciity was buit to advance the country's
economy and miltary strength. It incorporated a reverberatory
fumace for casting cannons, glassworks, smithy, spinning mil
and many other production facilties. The Shuseikan was
recently designated an UNESCO world heritage site and the
*Shoko Shuseikan' museum displays historical artifacts across
the ilstrious history of the Shimazu famil.

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You can enjoy "Jambo Mochi'(a local sweet
made of rice cake skewered by two bamboo
sticks) with a great view of Sakurajimaall
while taking a swim. Many Jambo Mochi
shops can be found along the street.
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It was built as a residential complex for British
engineers who were invited over to Japan to
assist in the spring mill construction and
management.

The official name is "Old Kagoshima Bosekisyo
Gishikan”. It is called "ljinkan” due to its western
appearance.

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The observatory was bt on a hill that is 107
meters high. It has panoramic views of the
center of Kagoshima and Sakurajima.
Kagoshima is called “Naples of the Orient,"” due
to climate, location, temperament of the
inhabitants and the nearby presence of one of
the world's most famous active volcanoes,
Sakurajima.

Shiroyama
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The cemetery is the final resting place of the
Satsuma troops who fought in Seinan War.

The site also includes the Saigo Nanshu Memorial
Museum, which pays tribute to the memory of
the Saigo Takamori and his great achievernent.
